In 2003, it was agreed that the Baby Photo process 

should be transferred in-house to Overlook Hospital.  

Transitioning from Baby Photos and looking for new 

opportunities, the Twig began providing Thanksgiving 

baskets to needy families and Holiday gifts to needy 

children, as part of the Overlook Hospital Health Start 

Program.  

  

New Providence Twig #2 has sponsored several bus trip 

fundraisers to historic locations and participated in the 

Bloomingdales and Lord and Taylor Charity 

Fundraisers.  The Twig continues to give many 

volunteer hours to The Foundation, assisting with 

numerous mailings. Most recently this Twig group 

answered yet another call. They began sewing Benji 

Bear Puppets for distribution to pediatric patients 

throughout the hospital.
